Course Content

•	 Micronutrients and Macronutrients and their importance for a balanced diet
•	 Different cooking methods and their effects on nutrition
•	 Plan and cooking dishes for specific life stages and dietary requirements
•	 Learn how to design a dish for presentation skills
•	 Analyse, review and evaluate the dishes you have produced
•	 Career opportunities within the industry

During the course, the pupils will have access to the new, state-of-the-art Coleg Cambria 
industry-standard kitchens and equipment. 

All the chef lecturers are industry-trained and have worked in various catering 
establishments around the UK and the World. 
 
All the ingredients for the practical skills development sessions will be provided for each 
learner, They just need to bring a container to take their food home safely.
