The Welsh Government supports an 
all age apprenticeship programme, 
therefore you could be eligible for an 
apprenticeship opportunity to train, 
regardless of age or job title.

Cambria works with a wide range of 
employers to support apprenticeships 
from Level 2 - Level 6 in over 400 
different pathways, for a wide variety of 
sectors. 

There are five levels of apprenticeships 
which take between 1-4 years to 
complete individually (more if 
progressing through the levels).
